changes that will apply to future shows. 
The first change is to allow protective 
horse boots in all over fences classes. 
The second is to permit helmets in all 
classes for all ages with no penalty for 
costume. In light of some current high 
profile accidents, it is likely that insur-
ance companies will require helmets for 
all mounted persons on show grounds. I 
know when I was eventing, if you were 
on the horse you must have a helmet 
on. Failure to do so could result in elimi-
nation. While horse shows have fewer 
accidents than eventing, you only get 
one head. 

*We are considering partnering with 

a few summer schooling shows or 
events that would have recognized 
TB classes. Please watch for these on 
our web site, Facebook and in our news-
letters Participate wherever you can to 
encourage more TB classes. In  the 
same vein thank you to Siobhan Barker 
for coordinating a TB high score rib-
bon presented at each ODS league 
dressage show. This has resulted in 
more people becoming aware of our 
association.
